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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research article was to study the current state, desired
state, and necessary development needs of teachers' active learning management,
The sample consisted of 298 teachers, The research instruments used included a
questionnaire, a semi-structured interview, and an evaluation form. The statistics used
in the research included percentages, means, standard deviations, and the index of
essential needs.

The research findings indicated that the current state of active learning
management was overall at a moderate level, while the desired state of active learning
management among teachers was at the highest level. The development needs,
ranked from highest to lowest, included: learning management through higher-order
thinking processes and hands-on practice, the use of media and technology,

assessment based on real conditions, and learning design, respectively
