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Abstract

This article presents aspects of West and East relations from the colonial period to the present
day. Language comes with power. Since colonial times, colonial languages, most notably English, ac-
companied the British as the main colonial power and industrial leader for about two centuries. Even
in the following centuries, English was still important because of the power of the US economy as well
as the influence of technology in the world today. Similarly, the popularity of Chinese has followed the
economic progress and politics of China in the world.

West and East have learned each other across the region and beyond region through Areal studies
and Regional studies. Moreover, language and culture are important keys to forging friendships as soft
power is linked to good relationships with other countries.
