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ABSTRACT

The objectives of the research were 1) to develop the Buddhist
contentbased English lessons through the communicative language teaching (CLT),
2) to study the student’s English communication competence after learning the
Buddhist content-based English lessons through the communicative language
teaching (CLT), and 3) to study the student’s opinions toward the Buddhist
content-based English lessons through the communicative language teaching
(CLT). The target group of the research were 18 first-year students studying the
subject ‘English for Communication and Information Retrieval (GE3003)’. The
instruments of the research were the observation form based on D.P. Harris’
English speaking competence assessment and Likert’s five-point rating scale

questionnaire on the student’s opinions toward the Buddhist content-based
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English lessons through the communicative language teaching (CLT). The statistics
used for data analysis were comprised of mean, percentage and standard
deviation. The research findings were as follows: 1. The Buddhist content-based
English lessons through the communicative language teaching (CLT), comprised of
six lessons: Unit 1: Buddhism in Thailand, Unit 2: Wat Srisuddhavasa (Royal
Temple), Unit 3: Buddhist Monk Ordination, Unit 4: Buddhist Sacred Days, Unit 5:
Ovadapatimokkha, and Unit 6: Significant Principles of Buddhism, were found to be
used in lecturing the subject ‘English for Communication and Information Retrieval
(GE3003)’. 2. After learning the Buddhist content-based English lessons through the
communicative language teaching (CLT), the student’s English communicative
competence was found increased simultaneously, especially in the practical level
which a pair of students themselves decided to select their own partners and
create their own role-playing activities. 3. The student’s opinions toward the
Buddhist content-based English lessons through the communicative language
teaching (CLT) were found to be overall and in each aspect at a high level.
Considered in each aspect, the academic aspect was ¥ found to be at a high level
of mean (X= 3.98), the social aspect (X= 3.84), and the emotion and feeling (X=
3.78). 4. The recommendations of the research were found that the competence
of listening, reading and writing skills should be assessed, the competition of
academic skills on Buddhist vocabularies in English classes, and Buddhism should

be integrated into all English subjects.
